Warden/Emergency Officer Skills training is usually performed in 
conjunction with Chief Warden/Emergency Coordinator Skills 
Training and evacuation exercises to create a fully trained and 
competent Emergency Control Organisation (ECO). We recommend 
that your ECO members take part in these skill sessions at least 
every 6 months.
